The term “opposite margin” is no longer used and that option no longer exists for 
red penalty areas unless specified in a local rule.
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Procedures & Penalties 
Two Stroke Penalty - Stroke Play General Penalty

Loss of Hole - Match Play General Penalty

No Penalty - Play the ball as it lies.

One stroke penalty and replay from where the ball was last played. 

If MLR E-5 is in effect, please reference MLR E-5 in the Official Guide to the 

Rules of Golf.

One stroke penalty and drop back-on-the-line relief from hole 

through lie of the ball.

One stroke penalty and drop back-on-the-line relief from hole 

through where the ball last crossed the edge of the penalty area.

No penalty - Free relief and drop a ball in lateral relief area of one club 

length, no closer to the hole.

One stroke and drop a ball in lateral relief area of two club lengths 

from where the ball lies, no closer to the hole.

One stroke and drop a ball in lateral relief area of two club lengths of 

where the ball last crossed the edge of the red penalty area, no closer 

to the hole.

Disqualification

All drops are from knee height (no longer from shoulder height).
A ball must be dropped in and remain in the relief area.
As of 1/1/2019, you are able to substitute a ball when taking a drop.
